Reed summarized the locations and gave an overview of petitions 1305-PUD-04, The Enclave & Springs at Viking Meadows PUD and 1308-PUD-09, Viking Meadows PUD Amendment: Parcels E and F.  The Petitioner has been working with Staff and the neighbors on modifications to the PUD since the Public Hearing.  These modifications are outlined in Reed’s Staff Report.

Mr. David Compton, Pulte Homes and Mr. Steven Hardin with Faegre Baker Daniels gave a presentation that updated their progress since the Public Hearing and the agreement reached between Pulte and the Homeowners.  

Council Member asked if the Enclave and Springs are still in Viking Meadows?  The Enclave and Springs will be added into the Viking Meadows Homeowners Association and will be paying annual dues.  

Reed stated that if the APC is satisfied with the proposal as presented, then forward 1305-PUD-04 and 1308-PUD-09 to the City Council with a favorable recommendation.

Miller summarized the location and petitions for 1310-DP-13 & 1310-SIT-09.  Plans have been submitted and are under review with Staff working with the petitioner to fulfill all the requirements of the City ordinances.

David Duncan Attorney, at Boise, McKinney & Evans, representing 21st Amendment and was available for questions.

Steve Hoover asked what if the building could be closer to 146th Street and parking would be behind the building.  Because of Westfield/Washington codes, there is not enough land to accommodate this and a variance would have to be filed.

Public Hearing started at 7:42 PM.

Vialo Weis, with the Seventh Day Adventist is concerned that there is not an ordinance limiting the proximity of a liquor store to churches, schools, nursing homes and day care centers.  Mr. Weis would like the city to consider moving 21st Amendment to a different location.

Tom Smith, expressed concern that in time the new 21st Amendment on 146th Street would look like the store on Main Street in Westfield.  The store on Main Street besides it upgrades is an eyesore. Smith wanted to know that the owners would keep up the new building.

Chris Legeay, President Brentwood Village Homeowners Association.  Only concern in his neighborhood was the location of the dumpster and the noise that it will create.  Currently the dumpster is located behind the proposed building near the wall.  They would like the dumpster moved farther to the west away from their homes.  

Public Hearing closed at 7:48 PM.

Dan Degnan expressed concern with noise from trash pickup from the 21st Amendment.  Miller explained there is a commitment with the Bridgewater PUD that trash pick-up shall not be before 8:00 am or after 8:00 pm. 

No action is required at this time.  Prior to the final deposition, the petitioner will make any necessary revisions to the plans, as addressed in Miller’s staff report.  The Economic and Community Development Department staff will confirm compliance prior to this item being placed on the October 21st, 2013 APC agenda.
