In response to comments made at the public hearing regarding road improvements, Pohlman explained the City’s mechanism for addressing road improvements that may be needed in the future, which is through the implementation of road impact fees paid by the developer or home builders at the time of the building permit, which are then used by the City when making road improvements.  Pohlman highlighted the revised ordinance addresses comments received as a result of public involvement and input through the public hearing process, including comments provided directly to the Department through inquiries received as a result of the public notices, and then the comments provided to the Petitioner through their outreach efforts with individual on-site meetings with neighbors and a neighbor’s meeting.  Pohlman concluded noting that the proposed zoning is consistent with the goals and objectives of the Comprehensive Plan.

Hoover thanked the Petitioner and Staff for their efforts since the public hearing to address the comments.
