Ken Kingshill asked if the boundary includes the Kroger center, and if the existing buildings are included in the plan.  

Skelton responded that the existing shopping center is the plan, and that the plan discusses additions to what is already there.

Hoover wanted to make sure that the boundaries and the neighbors are well defined.

Julie Sole, 125 Mill Street:  Sole read a statement on behalf of the Westfield Chamber of Commerce, stating that the Chamber is both excited and pleased about this project and will serve the community well. 

Diane Zeph, 16310 Spring Mill Road.:  Zeph stated that she is happy with the plans but wants to make sure that the architectural and landscaping standards are upheld.  She stated that she would like to talk with someone because they live right next to where the project is to be built and would be willing to discuss the use of their land.  Zeph believes that the land that is shown as the northern boundary is in a floodplain area, noting that if her land was added to the boundary, there would more options of use.  Zeph hopes that they continue with developing the area in a better fashion that it has been so far.

Cindy Spoljaric, 16131 Chancellors Ridge Way:  Spoljaric stated that she is very pleased with the Spring Mill Station Plan.  She stated that hopefully now there will be a little more comfort-level and security to the investors in the area.  She noted that architecture, landscaping and buffering are the key factors on this project.

Leighton Drake, 15873 River Birch Rd.; Drake stated that he recently moved to the area from Phoenix, AZ and is concerned with retail in his backyard where his kids play.  He stated that he would like to make sure there is a buffer between retail and residential and that he will not need to put up a fence as a buffer.
