Westfield-Washington Advisory Plan Commission (APC) held a meeting on Monday, August 4, 2014, scheduled for 7:00 PM at the Westfield City Hall.

Todd reviewed the APC Public Hearing Rules and Procedures

Case No.	1407-ZC-02 [PUBLIC HEARING]
Description:	Bridgewater Zoning Commitment Amendment
L & Q Realty, LLC by Faegre Baker & Daniels, LLP requests modifications to the zoning commitments associated with Ordinance 06-49.

Todd presented an overview of the petition, including presentation of written comments from neighbors since the public hearing that generally opposed the change to the hours of operation but supported the canopy extension.  Todd then noted the petitioner and their representatives were present and wanted to present the perspective renderings required by the Plan Commission at the public hearing. 

Tim Ochs, Ice Miller, LLP, representing 21st Amendment Liquors; requested the Plan Commission consider continuing the petition until they have a further opportunity to prepare their own perspective renderings.  

The Plan Commission denied the request.

Joseph Scimia, Faegre Baker Daniels LLP, on behalf of the petitioner, presented a modification to the petition and withdrew the request to modify the hours of operation.  Scimia then further presented the modification request regarding the canopy and gave an overview of the requested perspective renderings.

Kingshill inquired whether the neighborhood supported the canopy extension or whether it was supported in lieu of the hours of operation modification.

Rob Ginder, 3614 Eaglewood Ct, Carmel, on behalf of the Brentwood Village Homeowners’ Association; presented that the neighborhood supported the canopy extension if the southern-most fueling pump were going to be installed (as approved), the neighborhood felt the canopy extension was aesthetically more appropriate.   

Hoover commented his disappointment in the canopy extension request because he doesn’t believe it is consistent with the original intent to place the canopy behind the building and if he had known during the development plan review that this extension request would made now, then he may not have supported the development plan.
