REQUIRED PARKING LOT SCREENING PLANTING COUNTS ARE
INCLUDED IN THE EXTERNAL STREET FRONTAGE CALCULATION.

NO BUFFER YARDS ARE REQUIRED.

1. WHEN PLACING PLANT MATERIAL, TREES SHALL BE PLACED TO MEET THE FOLLOWING CRITERIA:
A MINIMUM OF 10' AWAY FROM ALL STORM AND SANITARY SEWER UTILITIES.
A MINIMUM OF 4' AWAY FROM ALL SIDEWALKS AND/OR TRAILS.

2. IN CASE OF DISCREPANCIES BETWEEN THE PLAN AND PLANT LIST, THE PLAN SHALL DICTATE.  IF PLANT
IDENTIFICATION BOX QUANTITY SHOWN ON PLAN DIFFERS FROM GRAPHIC PLANT CIRCLE COUNT, THE
GRAPHIC CIRCLE COUNT SHALL DICTATE.  IF IN QUESTION CONTACT THE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT.

3. ALL MULCH BEDS TO BE COVERED WITH 3" THICK LAYER OF SHREDDED HARDWOOD BARK MULCH.  BARK
MULCH SHALL BE APPROVED BY LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT AND SHALL BE UNIFORM IN TEXTURE AND
COLOR.  NO UTILITY MULCH OR PROCESS TREE TRIMMINGS WILL BE ALLOWED.

4. A PRE-EMERGENT HERBICIDE SHALL BE APPLIED IN ALL PLANTING AND FLOWER BEDS AT RATES SPECIFIED
BY MANUFACTURER FOR EACH VARIETY OF PLANT.

5. FINAL PLACEMENT OF PLANT MATERIAL, ETC. SHALL BE APPROVED BY LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT BEFORE
PLANTING OPERATION ARE TO PROCEED.  ALL TREE LOCATIONS SHALL BE MARKED WITH A WOODEN
STAKE INDICATING TREE VARIETY AND SIZE.  A HIGHLY VISIBLE PLANT LINE WITH OCCASIONAL WOOD
STAKES FOR REFERENCE SHALL MARK ALL GROUND COVER AND MULCH BED LINES.  ALL STAKES SHALL
BE REMOVED FOLLOWING PLANTING OPERATION.  LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT RESERVES THE RIGHT TO
ADJUST PLANT LOCATIONS ON SITE.  ANY PLANT MATERIAL INSTALLED IN INCORRECT LOCATIONS (IN THE
JUDGMENT OF THE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT) UPON THE CONTRACTOR'S DISREGARD FOR STAKING, SHALL
BE REINSTALLED AT NO COST TO THE OWNER.

6. NO SUBSTITUTION OF PLANT MATERIAL WILL BE ALLOWED.  IF PLANTS ARE SHOWN TO BE UNAVAILABLE,
THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOTIFY LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT PRIOR TO BID DATE IN WRITING.  ALL PLANTS
SHALL BE INSPECTED AND TAGGED WITH PROJECT IDENTIFICATION AT NURSERY OR CONTRACTOR'S
OPERATION PRIOR TO MOVING TO JOB SITE.  PLANTS MAY ALSO BE INSPECTED AND APPROVED OR
REJECTED AT THE JOB SITE.

7. ALL PLANTS ARE TO MEET OR EXCEED AMERICAN STANDARDS FOR NURSERY STOCK, 1996 EDITION, AS
SET FORTH BY AMERICAN ASSOCIATION OF NURSERYMEN.

8. PLANTS AND ALL OTHER MATERIAL TO BE STORED ON SITE WILL BE PLACED WHERE THEY WILL NOT
CONFLICT WITH CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS.

9. LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR SHALL OBTAIN AND PAY FOR ALL PERMITS AND FEES THAT MAY BE REQUIRED
FOR HIS PORTION OF THE WORK.

10. LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOTIFY LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT IN WRITING PRIOR TO BID DATE OF ANY
PLANTS THAT HE FEELS MAY NOT SURVIVE TRANSPLANTING OPERATION OR IN LOCATIONS NOTED.

11. ALL PLANTING BEDS SHALL HAVE A SPADED EDGE TO A DEPTH EQUAL TO SPECIFIED MULCH THICKNESS,
UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED.

9. ALL NEW LANDSCAPE PLANTINGS SHALL BE GUARANTEED FOR A PERIOD OF ONE YEAR FOLLOWING FINAL
INSPECTION BY LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT. AT END OF THIS PERIOD, PLANT MATERIAL TERMED DEAD OR
UNSATISFACTORY BY LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT SHALL BE REPLACED AT NO ADDITIONAL CHARGE BY THE
LANDSCAPE CONTRACTOR.

10. ALL DISTURBED LAWN AREAS SHALL BE HYDRO-SEEDED OR SODDED AS SHOWN PER PLAN.

11. HYDRO-SEED AND SOD AREAS ARE TO BE GRADED UNIFORMLY WITHOUT ANY  UNDULATIONS OR
IRREGULARITIES IN THE SURFACE PRIOR TO ANY HYDRO-SEED OR SOD WORK.

12. ALL HYDRO-SEED AND SOD IS TO BE A BLUEGRASS BLEND AS FOLLOWS:  HYDRO-SEED AND SOD AREAS
ARE TO HAVE 0% NOXIOUS WEED AND FREE OF DISEASE. THE FOLLOWING BLEND OF TURFGRASS SHALL
BE AS FOLLOWS:

FULL SUN
KENTUCKY BLUEGRASS (2 VARIETIES): 50%
PERENNIAL RYEGRASS (2 VARIETIES): 50%

PARTIAL SHADE
KENTUCKY BLUEGRASS (1 VARIETIES): 10%
PERENNIAL RYEGRASS (1 VARIETIES):35%
RED FESCUE GRASS (2 VARIETIES): 55%
