Todd presented a project overview for 1311-PUD-10, as outlined in the staff report.  He explained how the improvements will be phased in as the project progresses and how the existing industrial uses will be phased out within the next ten years. 

Larry House, Hall and House, LLC was also available for questions.

Degnan asked about the ten-year phasing plan and how the City ensures it is followed.

Todd explained that because the phasing plan is part of the PUD Ordinance, the City will have the ability to enforce the ordinance in the future.  He added that the similar BZA petitions that have time-limits associated with them are added to an internal calendar for follow-up.  He noted that a similar timer for this project could be added to that calendar for future monitoring and follow-up.
 
Hoover asked for clarification that if in year eleven it was noticed that something on the site did not comply with the PUD Ordinance, would the City have the ability to cause compliance? 

Zaiger responded that the City always has the ability to defend and enforce its ordinances.   

Sanders asked about future site access.

House explained that the plan is to access Parcel A, Parcel B and Parcel C from Sun Park Drive.  He further added that the access for Parcel D will be from 181st Street and that access for Parcel E could be from either 181st Street or Wheeler Road, or both.  

Public Hearing opened at 7:26 pm.

No public comments. 

Public Hearing closed at 7:27 pm.

Degnan asked for clarification that the proposed landscaping requirements at least be equal to what would otherwise be normally required by the City’s ordinances.  

Hoover asked about the pedestrian trail requirement for this site.  

Todd stated that the typical City requirements for perimeter paths would be followed.  

Melody Jones, Director of Parks and Recreation said that the Council passed a Complete Street Policy that calls for 8’ wide perimeter trails on all major roads, which for this project would include 181st Street and Wheeler Road.  She also explained that the Monon-Midland Loop will be along the north side of this segment of 181st Street.

Kingshill asked when the paths are required to be installed.

Pohlman responded that the pathways will be required when the property is platted.  

Hoover noted that because 181st Street will become a more highly-traveled corridor, that it is important to find a way to screen the existing conditions.  He acknowledged that the screening will likely be temporary, but could last up to ten years, and it needs to mitigate the existing conditions while not costing a lot of money. 

Todd noted that no further action is required at this time and that the petition will be further reviewed at the next Plan Commission meeting.
