Lauer presented an overview of the project, as summarized in the staff report and highlighted the changes that were made to the petition since the public hearing on December 1, 2014.

Lauer commented that if the Plan Commission is satisfied with the revisions to the proposed ordinance, then the Department recommends forwarding this petition to the City Council with a favorable recommendation.

Hoover thanked the petitioner for their revisions to the south property line.

Kingshill expressed a concern about the ordinance language for the south property line and that the proposed landscaping was per one hundred feet, when the lots were not that wide.

Steve Hardin, Faegre Baker Daniels, LLP, on behalf of the petitioner, responded the concern was also shared by the Department and that the petitioner was willing to modify the language.

After further discussion, the petitioner agreed to revise the ordinance to require the specified plantings to be per lot rather than per one hundred feet.

Pohlman presented an overview of the project and highlighted the changes that were made to the petition, as summarized in the staff report, since the public hearing on December 1, 2014.  Pohlman commented the petitioner has satisfactorily addressed the Department’s comments and incorporated the Department’s recommendations into the proposed ordinance and Concept Plan.  

Kingshill asked if petitioner meet with the neighbors that had concerns since the public hearing, and whether the revisions addressed their concerns, particularly with regard to entrance location. 

Steve Hardin, Faegre Baker Daniels, LLP, on behalf of the petitioner, elaborated on the proposed revisions and he responded that they shared the revisions by email with neighbors but had not heard any specific comments back regarding the entrance location.

Kingshill asked for clarification of the language regarding the requirement for side or courtyard garages but then the provision that allowed front loading garages.
 
Hardin explained the provision would allow, for example, a home with three car garage to have one front facing garage door with the other two garage doors being side loaded.   


Hoover commented he thought the revised concept plan was much better than the original version and with the revised concept plan, he believed the concern about lot sizes was no longer an issue, especially with way almost all of the lots are now abutting open space.  

Hoover asked about fire hydrants on Oak Road and if there was maybe an opportunity as part of this development to provide those north along Oak Road. 

Hardin noted preliminarily the water lines are likely to be extended to the property from the south near 151st Street and Oak Road, and not from the north.
